Dreverna - Klaipeda

Along King Wilhelm Canal to Klaipeda

A

From the Village of Dreverna, the Baltic Coastal Hiking Route follows the Priekulé Road (No. 2206)
to cross the Dreverna River, the Klisupé River and the King Wilhelm Canal, after which it turns off to
the left, and for the next 9 km it leads through a lush tree-lined lane along the eastern bank of the
historical canal. Along the way there are various rest spots and tourist information stands explaining
the diversity of the local natural environment. The trail reaches Kairiy Street 4 km later, and the next
section of the trail leads through an urban area. From Jirininku Prospektas to Baltijos Prospektas,
the Baltic Coastal Hiking Route leads through city parks, crossing the footpaths of Reform Movement
(Sajadzio), Reykjavik, Friendship (Draugystés) and other parks. Having crossed Baltijos Prospektas, the
trail follows the pedestrian lanes of Taikos Prospektas, reaching Birza Bridge 3 km later.

Paved, gravel and dirt roads.

Exercise caution when walking
on the side of the road! Be care-
ful when crossing streets and
major roads!

There is a military site located
in the northern part of the west
bank of King Wilhelm Canal
(nearer to Klaipéda) — this is a
restricted access area, where
visitors may only use specifical-
ly marked roads. Services avail-
able in Dreverna and Klaipéda.

Public transport and taxis may
be used in Klaipéda. A tour of
Klaipéda and the northern part
of the Curonian Spit (Kopgalis),
including the Sea Museum
requires a full day. Pedestrians
can take the Old Ferry from the
city centre to the Curonian Spit
(Smiltyné). From Dreverna, you
can ferry across to Juodkrante
and continue on to Klaipéeda
along the Curonian Spit
section of the Baltic Coastal
Hiking Route (1 day hike, see
description of section No. 66).

The 27-kilo-
meter-long channel was built from 1863
to 1873 and connected Klaipéda Port and
Minija directly.

This is the third largest city
of Lithuania and a seaport, where the
Curonian Lagoon connects with the Baltic

Reform Movement Park. The Reform
Movement (Lith. SajadZio) Park was
established to commemorate the 20"
anniversary of the Reform Movement of
Lithuania. In 2018, the park was renovated
to suit the needs of active leisure lovers,
e.g., roller skaters, skateboarders,
gymnasts and runners. Cycling and hiking
trails are available in the park.

John’s Hill. In 17% century, the city was
fortified with Dutch-style fortifications:
3.5-meter-high ramparts and bastions
were built, and defensive moats (fosses)
were dug. Based on their size, these
fortifications are categorized as a great
royal fortress.

Klaipéda Old Town. Here, you can
discover architecture inherent to German
towns and old stone-paved streets.

Birza Bridge and Meridian. This wooden
sailing ship moored on the left bank of the
Dangé has already become a symbol of
the City of Klaipéda.
