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) Saukénai - Gaulénai
In the heart of the Zemaitija Upland

From the center of Saukénai small town along Laisvés street, the Forest Trail reaches Kelmé Road
(No. 2103), turns right to the north, and after 2.2 km on Road No. 215 turns left and continue on
the Ramuciai-Uzvencio road (No. 159). After 3.5 km, the Forest Trail turns right to Berzénai village,
where it continues along Liepu and Degsnés streets. Behind Berzénai, it winds for more than
14 km through the surrounding fields and forests until it reaches the Ramuciai-Luokeé road
(No. 2111). Walking quietly, there is a great opportunity to see wildlife at this section. After 3.6 km,
the Forest Trail reaches the end of the section.

PRACTICAL INFORMATION
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NATURE

In this section the Forest Trail crosses one
of the largest rivers in Lithuania - the Venta
river, only the Nemunas and the Neris rivers
are ahead of the Venta in their length. The
Venta is a river in north-western Lithuania
and western Latvia. The length of the Venta
river is 343,3 km. Further, turning towards
Berzénai manor, more than 14 km the
trail winds through the surrounding fields
and larger forest massifs - Barboravas,
Uzventis, Patumsiai. The area of Patumsiai

forest is 629.6 ha. In this forest deciduous,
mixed deciduous trees and conifers account

for 41.5% of the total forest area. Hiking
through this section it is possible to see wild
animals. After passing the most forested
part of this section, in the open cultivated
fields white storks [Ciconia ciconia) can be
found during the warm season. In Latvia and
Lithuania, the white stork is common and
an integral part of the rural landscape, but
in many parts of Europe the white stork is
either rare or even extinct.

WORTH SEEING!

o Saukeénai St. Trinity Church. A brick
church was newly built in 1989, replacing
the former wooden church. The courtyard
of the church is surrounded by a fence
with a baroque gate, the cemetery has a
bell tower, which has survived since the
18th century.

o Saukénai manor park. It has been men-
tioned in written sources as early as the
15th century. For some time there was an
agricultural school, later Saukénai tuber-
culosis sanatorium, and after a while, a
psychiatric hospital. Most of the park is
located outside the hospital, with a mixed
layout and the dominant elements of a
landscape park.
